Storefriendly equals Profits Friendly

Storecheck.co.uk have been monitoring compliance to point of sale material for 2 years now. Their latest figures, which showed that shippers get less than 60% compliance in the estimate of store managers, have been followed up to see why this performance was so poor.

Store managers said that they needed their shippers to erect fast, which minimises time in store blocking aisles, and reducing labour. They also needed them to be more robust, designed to last the full length of the promotion, and to have all of the promotion details on the outside, in case they did not arrive in time from head office. 

On top of this, they needed to be told on the outside, that the POS was like this on the inside, by a reputable third party. 

Colin Harper, Marketing Director of Storecheck.co.uk said “There seems no doubt that manufacturers and retailers are looking for solutions to getting more of their promotion money reaching the store, so, in consultation with shipper manufacturers, as well as retailers and their suppliers, we have developed the Storefriendly specification”.

He added, “Store managers felt that they would place 30% more if the guidelines were adhered to, and we will be following up 10% of every Storefriendly campaign to both feed back any non-POS problems, and inform and advise the store staff”.

Rod Ainslie, Managing Director of Clark Stephen, one of the founder supporters said “We feel that we are dedicated not just to printing cardboard, but to understanding what gives our customers sales results, and delivering it for them”. He added “We have submitted a selection of our standard display units, and they have been checked by Storecheck, with store managers, who have approved them for inclusion.”

Storecheck have a program of direct mail and advertising to store managers starting in January to ensure that store managers are in no doubt of the benefits, and offering them the chance to feed back any general, or specific, comments.
